SBA Launches Tax Savings  

SBA has created an online tax savings resource 
center at www.sba.gov/stimulus to help small 
businesses understand how to benefit from the 
2008 economic stimulus package, which 
includes the following tax incentives for 
businesses:  

- a 50% bonus depreciation allowance on 
equipment purchased and placed in service in 
calendar year 2008  

- an almost 100% increase in the amount (from 
$128,000 to $250,000) that a business can 
expense for equipment purchased & placed in 
service in the business tax year beginning in 
2008. 

The resource center contains a Fact Sheet, a 
Depreciation Calculator and an Online Seminar 
that summarizes the tax benefits. 

There are exceptions and additional 
requirements, so small businesses are 
encouraged to contact their tax advisor and IRS:

Dear Fellow Chamber Members, 

I’d like to share a story with you:

Wanting very badly to be able to donate $500 or more but realizing this would be difficult for 
me, I had the idea that donating $10 a week for the year that the fundraising project was 
underway would total the same! If all 160 Chamber members would band together and each 
pledge the $10/week, we would have over $86,000 of the $100,000 we need to raise.  

In the last four months, $20,000 has already been raised through individual donations, Penny 
Power, some fabulous raffles, pancake breakfasts, etc. Let's keep this ball rolling! Call or e-
mail the Chamber and we can have a volunteer go over to your place of business and collect 
your weekly (or monthly) donation.
